Living in a motel, hotel, trailer park or camping groung due to a lack of alternative adequate accomodations

· Motels, hotels and camping grounds will almost always be homeless situations, as they are rarely fixed, regular and adequate; however, remember to consider whether alternative adequate accomodatations are available.
· Trailer parks are often fixed, regualar and adequate.
